This Sunday we read the story of the angel Gabriel's announcement to Mary about the birth of
Jesus. This story is found only in Luke’s Gospel. On this fourth Sunday of Advent, the liturgy shifts
our attention from John the Baptist to Mary, the mother of Jesus. Both John and Mary serve as im-
portant figures for our reflection during the season of Advent; they both played instrumental roles in
preparing the way for Jesus. Last week we reflected on John the Baptist’s announcement that the
Savior was among us, although not yet recognized. This week we reflect upon Mary’s example of
faith and obedience to God, traits which permitted her to receive the angel’s message that God’s
Son would be born as a human person, as one of us.

We are familiar with the story of the Annunciation, and it is fitting that we recall how God an-
nounced the birth of Jesus as we make our final preparations for our celebration of the Incarnation.
The angel Gabriel visited Mary, a virgin betrothed to a man named Joseph. Mary greeted the angel’s
news with awe and wonder and asked how it could be possible that she could give birth to a child. In
his reply, the angel Gabriel announced the seemingly impossible reality: the child to be born would
be conceived by the power of the Holy Spirit and would be God’s own Son. The angel reported to
Mary another miracle; her relative Elizabeth was also pregnant despite having been thought to be
unable to have a child. Mary’s re-
sponse to the angel, which is
called her fiat, is an example of
complete faith and obedience to
God.

La
semana pasada reflexionamos sobre el anuncio de Juan el Bautista de que el Salvador estaba entre
nosotros, aunque aun no era reconocido. Esta semana reflexionamos sobre el ejemplo de fe y obe-
diencia a Dios de Maria, rasgos que le permitieron recibir el mensaje del angel de que el Hijo de Di-
0S haceria como una persona humana, como uno de nosotros.

Estamos familiarizados con la historia de la Anunciacion y es apropiado que recordemos coOmo
Dios anuncio el nacimiento de Jesus mientras hacemos nuestros preparativos finales para la cele-
bracién de la Encarnacién. El angel Gabriel visitd a Maria, una virgen desposada con un hombre
llamado José. Maria recibi6 la noticia del angel con asombro y asombro y pregunté como era posi-
ble que ella pudiera dar a luz a un nifio. En su respuesta, el angel Gabriel anuncié la realidad
aparentemente imposible: el nifio que naceria seria concebido por el poder del Espiritu Santo y
seria el propio Hijo de Dios. El angel informé a Maria de otro milagro; su pariente Isabel también es-
taba embarazada a pesar de que se pensaba que no podia tener un hijo. La respuesta de Maria al
angel, que se llama su fiat, es un ejemplo de completa fe y obediencia a Dios.
