The mystery of the Trinity can be difficult 
for us to grasp. Today’s Gospel invites us to 
consider how the three persons—Father, Son, 
and Holy Spirit— work together so that God’s 
salvation is made known to us. Jesus’ mission is 
continued through the activity of the Holy Spirit 
in the lives of his disciples. We have received 
this same Spirit through our Baptisms. The Spir-
it, living and working within us, reveals the mys-
tery of God’s love for us. Just as the first disci-
ples were not left orphaned, we are not or-
phaned; we remain in God’s embrace through 
the gift of the Holy Spirit. 

Gather your family and invite each family mem-
ber to say what he or she knows about the Holy 
Spirit. Read aloud today’s Gospel, John 14:15-
21. What does Jesus say the Holy Spirit will do 
for the disciples? Through the gift of the Holy 
Spirit, we come to share in the love of God 
made known to us in Jesus. Pray together, 
thanking God for this gift of the Holy Spirit.

Patronal Festival 2023 
On Sunday June 4 we prepare to celebrate the Patron Saint of our parish Saint Kevin 
of Ireland. There will be a single Bilingual mass at 11:00 am and  food sale after mass. 

Kevin lived the life of a hermit with an extraordinary closeness to nature. His companions were the 
animals and birds all around him. He lived as a hermit for seven years wearing only animal skins, 
sleeping on stones, and eating very sparingly. 

He went barefoot and spent his time in prayer. Disciples were soon attracted to Kevin and a further 
settlement enclosed by a wall, called Kevin's Cell, was established nearer the lakeshore. By the year 
540 Saint Kevin's fame as a teacher and holy man had spread far and wide. Many people came to 
seek his help and guidance. Glendalough grew into a renowned seminary of saints and scholars 
and the parent of several other monasteries. 
 
Kevin of Glendalough was canonized by Pope Pius X on  December 9, 1903. His feast day is June 3. 
 

El Domingo 4 de Junio nos preparamos para celebrar al Santo Patrono de nuestra 
parroquia San Kevin de Irlanda ese día habrá una sola misa Bilingue a las 11:00 am  
y venta de comida después de misa. 
Kevin vivió la vida de un ermitaño con una extraordinaria cercanía a la naturaleza. Sus compañe-
ros eran los animales y pájaros que lo rodeaban. Vivió como un ermitaño durante siete años vis-
tiendo solo pieles de animales, durmiendo sobre piedras y comiendo con moderación. 
Iba descalzo y pasaba su tiempo en oración. Los discípulos pronto se sintieron atraídos por Kevin y 
se estableció un asentamiento más cerca de la orilla del lago, cercado por un muro, llamado Celda 
de Kevin. Para el año 540, la fama de San Kevin como maestro y hombre santo se había extendido 
por todas partes. Mucha gente vino a buscar su ayuda y guía. Glendalough se convirtió en un re-
nombrado seminario de santos y eruditos y en el padre de varios otros monasterios. 
 
Kevin de Glendalough fue canonizado por el Papa Pío X el 9 de diciembre de 1903. Su festividad se 
celebra el 3 de Junio.
