TODAY’S READINGS

First Reading: Wisdom 6:12-16

Wisdom will come to those who seek it.

Responsorial Psalm: Psalm 63:2,3-4,5-6,7-8
Our souls are thirsting for God.

Second Reading: 1 Thessalonians 4:13-18

God will raise all those who have died.

Gospel Reading: Matthew 25:1-13
Jesus tells the parable of the wise and foolish virgins,
teaching his disciples the importance of being prepared
to receive the Kingdom of Heaven.




In the Gospel, Jesus warns about the destruction
of Jerusalem, the tribulation of the end times, and
the coming of the Son of Man. When read in this
context, today’s parable is a warning to the Chris-
tian community to remain vigilant and prepared to
receive Jesus, the Son of Man who will return at
the end of time. This interpretation is supported
by the reference to the delay of the bridegroom.
The Christian community for whom Matthew
wrote this Gospel was coming to terms with the
realization that the promise of Jesus’ return
would not be fulfilled within their lifetimes. The
question remains for us to ask ourselves, Are we
ready to receive Jesus? Will we be prepared to

receive him?

Phase 1: Prepare (4-6 months)

Phase 2: Envision and Plan (6-9 months) ¢ Facilitated process for parish planning teams to clarify the
parish purpose, vision, values; top 3 pastoral priorities and related goals; allocation of resources to
support the plan *

Phase 3: Implement (24 months)  Align parish structures and ministries with pastoral priorities and
