Jesus proclaimed the Gospel of the kingdom and cured every dis-
ease among the people. Mt 4:23

Jesus proclama el evangelio del Reino

medio del pueblo.

Today we move ahead in our
reading of Matthew’s Gospel. Last
week we read about Jesus walking
on the water and the disciples’ con-
fession of faith that Jesus is the Son 8
of God. In today’s Gospel we hear [Pfs
Jesus’ exchange with the Canaanite
woman. The woman, who is not
Jewish, approaches Jesus, request-
ing that he heal her demon-
possessed daughter. At first Jesus
ignores her; he says nothing. The
disciples ask Jesus to send her
away, and Jesus agrees, remarking
that he was sent to minister to the
Jews alone.

The woman persists, paying |
homage to Jesus, and yet Jesus de- [308
nies her request again. He even in-
sults her, using a Jewish word of derision for Gentiles,
“dog.” But the woman cleverly turns Jesus’ insult into
an affirmation of faith. Only then does Jesus grant her
request and heal her daughter.

Jesus’ unresponsiveness to this woman may strike
us as uncharacteristic or shocking. Yet in Matthew’s
Gospel, Jesus’ ministry is directed primarily to the
people of Israel. At only a very few points, such as the
one found in today’s Gospel, do we find Jesus antici-
pating the later Christian ministry to the rest of the
world.

Behind Matthew’s text we can hear this early
Christian community’s struggle to understand how
God’s selection of Israel is consistent with two events:
Israel’s rejection of Jesus and the Gentiles’ acceptance
of Jesus. Just as Jesus was surprised by the faith ex-
pressed by the Canaanite woman, so too the first
Christians were surprised that the Gentiles would re-
ceive the salvation God offered through Christ. In to-
day’s second reading from Paul’s letter to the Romans,
we hear the apostle Paul considering this same con-
cern.

The faith that the Canaanite woman expresses is an
affirmation of and confidence in God’s abundant mer-
cy. Yes, salvation comes through Israel, but it over-
flows for the benefit of all.

Pero la mujer habil-
mente convierte el insulto de Jests en una afirmacion de
fe. Solo entonces Jesus le concede su peticion y sana a
su hija.

La falta de respuesta de Jesus a esta mujer puede
parecernos inusual o impactante. Sin embargo, en el
Evangelio de Mateo, el ministerio de Jesus esta dirigido
principalmente al pueblo de Israel. En muy pocos pun-
tos, como el que se encuentra en el Evangelio de hoy,
encontramos a Jesus anticipando el ministerio cristiano
posterior al resto del mundo.

Detras del texto de Mateo podemos escuchar la lu-
cha de esta comunidad cristiana primitiva para entender
como la seleccion de Israel por parte de Dios es consis-
tente con dos eventos: el rechazo de Jests por parte de
Israel y la aceptacion de Jesus por parte de los gentiles.
Asi como Jesus se sorprendio de la fe expresada por la
mujer cananea, asi también los primeros cristianos se
sorprendieron de que los gentiles recibieran la salvacion
que Dios les ofrecia a través de Cristo. En la segunda
lectura de hoy de la carta de Pablo a los Romanos, escu-
chamos al apostol Pablo considerando esta misma preo-
cupacion.

La fe que expresa la mujer cananea es afirmacion y
confianza en la abundante misericordia de Dios. Si, la
salvacion viene a través de Israel, pero se desborda para

beneficio de todos.
