ALEGRATE Y GOZATE
Si la Navidad es el “momento mas maravilloso del
afio”, entonces la Pascua es el momento mas alegre,
glorioso e impresionante del afio. ;De verdad? Las
lecturas de hoy no rebosan precisamente de la ale-
gria que encontramos en Navidad, excepto el salmo
responsorial, que ciertamente suena a alegria. Pero
por lo demaés, no tanto. En la primera lectura de los
Hechos de los Apostoles, Pedro da una interpreta-
cion seca y condensada de la historia de Jests a un
grupo de gentiles en Cesarea. La lectura de Colosen-
ses nos hace esperar la gloria. Sin embargo, lo mas
decepcionante es la proclamacion evangélica de la
resurreccion de Jesucristo. Cuando queremos oir ha-
blar de angeles, terremotos, trompetas y gloria, oi-
mos hablar de una tumba oscura, silenciosa y vacia.
La historia del Domingo de Pascua del Evangelio de
Juan es sorprendente por su vacio. Como Pedro en la

historia, debemos entrar en este misterio.

REJOICE AND BE GLAD
If Christmas is the “most wonderful time of the
year,” then Easter is the most joyous, glorious, awe-
some time of the year! Really? Today’s readings
don’t exactly brim over with the kind of holiday
cheer we find at Christmas—except for the respon-
sorial psalm, which admittedly rings with gleeful
joy. But otherwise, not so much. In the first reading
from the Acts of the Apostles, Peter gives a dry, con-
densed rendering of the story of Jesus to a group of
Gentiles in Caesarea. The Colossians reading actual-
ly does have us looking forward to glory. Most un-
derwhelming, though, is the Gospel proclamation of
the resurrection of Jesus Christ. When we want to
hear about angels and earthquakes and trumpets and
glory, we hear about a dark, silent, empty tomb. This
Easter Sunday story from John’s Gospel is startling
in its emptiness. Like Peter in the story, we must en-

ter into this mystery.

dad. Durante todo el tiempo de Pascua, en cada misa dominical, leemos los Hechos
de los Apostoles de Lucas, que trazan el camino de la joven iglesia guiada por el Espiritu, a veces pacifica, a ve-
ces perseguida, acosada por enemigos externos y por la agitacion interna. Pero esta joven iglesia siempre esta
avanzando, desde la familiaridad de Jerusalén a la extrafieza de todos los lugares entre alli y Roma; y hacia fuera,
desde la comoda uniformidad heredada del judaismo a la desafiante diversidad del mundo gentil. Una semana
después de la Pascua, el Domingo de la Divina Misericordia nos invita a renovar nuestra relacion personal con
Jesus. En el tercer domingo de Pascua, los discipulos de Emats reconocen a Jesus al partir el pan, y vuelven a
compartir la Buena Nueva, como deberian hacer los discipulos de hoy. El domingo del Buen Pastor, la Iglesia
reza por las vocaciones sacerdotales y religiosas. Aunque los Hechos muestran a la gente atraida por la Iglesia
primitiva porque habian visto a Jesus resucitado no en persona, sino en personas, en discipulos que siguen for-
mando el Cuerpo vivo de Cristo, la Iglesia. Cada uno de nosotros esta llamado también a ser el tipo de discipulo,
personalmente y en comunion con nuestros hermanos, en el que los que buscan a Jesis puedan al menos vislum-

Easter Season

Our Easter celebration lasts fifty days, during which Resurrection joy should overflow the hearts of believers
to refresh a parched and weary world with the revivifying waters of faith, hope, and charity. All season, at every
Sunday Mass, we read Luke’s Acts of the Apostles, charting the young church’s Spirit-led journey, sometimes
peaceful, sometimes persecuted, beset by enemies without and turmoil within. But this young church is always
moving onward, from Jerusalem’s familiarity to the strangeness of every place between there and Rome; and
outward, from an inherited Judaism’s comfortable uniformity to the Gentile world’s challenging diversity. A
week after Easter, Divine Mercy Sunday invites us to renew our personal relationship with Jesus. On the Third
Sunday of Easter, the disciples at Emmaus recognize Jesus in the breaking of the bread, and return to share the
Good News even as modern-day disciples should. On Good Shepherd Sunday, the church prays for priestly and

religious vocations. All the while, Acts shows people drawn to the early Church because they had seen the Risen

Jesus not in person, but in persons, in disciples who still form Christ’s living
Body, the Church. Each of us is likewise called to be the kind of disciple, person- g
ally and in communion with our brothers and sisters, in whom those who seek 8
