Today’s reading from Matthew’s Gospel comes after 

a discourse in which Jesus reproaches people who 

have witnessed his mighty deeds yet still lack belief. 

In this context, today’s Gospel explains the reason 

for this unbelief and reveals what is necessary for 

faith. Today’s Gospel also continues to enhance our 

understanding of discipleship as last week’s Gospel 

did. 

Jesus first prays in thanksgiving to God who has 

made himself known to Jesus’ disciples. He praises 

God who has made himself known to the “little 

ones” and not to the wise and learned. As in other 

recent readings from Matthew’s Gospel, a contrast is 

made here between the unbelieving Pharisees, who 

are wise and learned, and the faithful disciples, tax 

collectors, and sinners with whom Jesus keeps com-

pany. 

The second part of this reading calls to our attention 

the unity between the Father and the Son. God has 

made himself known through Jesus, and in knowing 

Jesus, we come to know the Father. In Jesus’ life and 

in his person, God reveals himself to us. 

In the concluding sentences of today’s Gospel, Jesus’ 

teaching is again contrasted to the teaching of the 

Pharisees. This common theme of Matthew’s Gospel 

probably reflects tension that existed between Jesus 

and the Pharisees and between the Pharisees and the 

community of Christians for whom Matthew wrote. 

Pharisaic Judaism became the predominant form of 

Judaism after the destruction of the Temple in Jeru-

salem about 70 A.D. Here that tension is expressed 

as alternative paths of holiness. The careful ob-

servance of the Mosaic law taught by the Pharisees 

could be experienced by some as difficult and bur-

densome. In contrast, Jesus’ way of holiness is pre-

sented as uncomplicated and even restful. 

La lectura de hoy del Evangelio de Mateo viene 

después de un discurso en el que Jesús reprocha a las 

personas que han sido testigos de sus proezas y 

todavía no creen. En este contexto, el Evangelio de 

hoy explica el por qué de esta incredulidad y revela 

lo que es necesario para la fe. El Evangelio de hoy 

también continúa mejorando nuestra comprensión 

del discipulado como lo hizo el Evangelio de la 

semana pasada. 

Jesús primero ora en acción de gracias a Dios que se 

ha dado a conocer a los discípulos de Jesús. Alaba a 

Dios que se ha dado a conocer a los “pequeños” y no 

a los sabios y entendidos. Como en otras lecturas 

recientes del Evangelio de Mateo, aquí se hace un 

contraste entre los fariseos incrédulos, que son sabios 

y eruditos, y los fieles discípulos, recaudadores de 

impuestos y pecadores con los que Jesús se relacio-

na. 

La segunda parte de esta lectura llama nuestra 

atención sobre la unidad entre el Padre y el Hijo. Di-

os se ha dado a conocer a través de Jesús, y al 

conocer a Jesús, llegamos a conocer al Padre. En la 

vida de Jesús y en su persona, Dios se nos revela. 

En las oraciones finales del Evangelio de hoy, la 

enseñanza de Jesús se contrasta nuevamente con la 

enseñanza de los fariseos. Este tema común del 

Evangelio de Mateo probablemente refleja la tensión 

que existía entre Jesús y los fariseos y entre los faris-

eos y la comunidad de cristianos para quienes 

escribió Mateo. El judaísmo farisaico se convirtió en 

la forma predominante de judaísmo después de la 

destrucción del Templo en Jerusalén alrededor del 

año 70 d.C. Aquí esa tensión se expresa como cami-

nos alternativos de santidad. Algunos podrían con-

siderar que la observancia cuidadosa de la ley mosai-

ca enseñada por los fariseos era difícil. Por el con-

trario, el camino de santidad de Jesús se presenta co-

mo sencillo e incluso tranquilo.
