Primera Lectura – Hechos 12:1-11: Herodes 
encarceló a Pedro para apaciguar a los judíos. 
Mientras la Iglesia oraba fervientemente por Pedro, 
un ángel apareció, iluminando su celda. 
Desencadenado, Pedro siguió al ángel, pasando a los 
guardias, a través de puertas que se abrían solas, 
hacia la libertad. 
Salmo Responsorial – Salmo 34: Bendigan siempre 
al Señor, su alabanza llena mi boca. Acompáñenme a 
exaltar su nombre. Él responde, disipa los temores y 
nos llena de alegría. El ángel del Señor protege a 
quienes le temen, bendice a quienes buscan refugio. 
Segunda Lectura – 2 Timoteo 4:6-8, 17-18: Yo, 
Pablo, veo mi fin cerca, pero he corrido bien mi 
carrera, manteniendo la fe. Me espera una corona de 
justicia. El Señor me dio fuerza, protección y me 
guiará a su Reino celestial. Amén.  
Evangelio – Mateo 16:13-19: Jesús pregunta a sus 
discípulos qué opina la gente sobre su identidad. 
Simón Pedro declara que Jesús es el Cristo, el Hijo 
de Dios vivo. Jesús reconoce la revelación de Pedro, 
afirmando que sobre él, a quien llama Pedro, 
edificará su Iglesia, y que los poderes de la muerte 
no la vencerán. Jesús le confía a Pedro las llaves del 
Reino, otorgándole autoridad para atar y desatar 
asuntos en la tierra y en el Cielo. 
 
First Reading – Acts 12:1-11: Herod imprisoned 
Peter to appease the Jews. With the Church praying 
fervently for Peter, an angel appeared, shining light 
into his cell. Unchained, Peter followed the angel 
past guards, through self-opening gates, to freedom. 
Responsorial Psalm – Psalm 34: Bless the Lord 
always, his praise fills my mouth. Join me in 
exalting His name. He answers, dispels fears, and 
fills us with joy. The Lord’s angel protects those 
who fear Him, blessing those who seek refuge. 
Second Reading – 2 Timothy 4:6-8, 17-18: I, Paul, 
see my end near, but I’ve run my race well, keeping 
the faith. A crown of righteousness awaits me. The 
Lord gave me strength, protection, and will guide me 
to His heavenly Kingdom. Amen. 
Gospel – Matthew 16:13-19: Jesus asks His disciples 
about the people’s opinions regarding His identity. 
Simon Peter declares that Jesus is the Christ, the Son 
of the living God. Jesus acknowledges Peter’s 
revelation, affirming that upon him, whom He calls 
Peter, He will build His Church, and the powers of 
death will not overcome it. Jesus entrusts Peter with 
the keys of the Kingdom, granting him authority to 
bind and loose matters on earth and in heaven

Constructores de la Iglesia 
 
 
Santos Pedro y Pablo son dos de los líderes más 
importantes en la historia de la Iglesia. Pedro fue uno 
de los doce apóstoles de Jesús y el líder de la 
comunidad cristiana primitiva. Pablo no fue uno de 
los doce, pero se convirtió en un gran misionero tras 
su dramática conversión. Ambos 
hombres ayudaron a difundir el 
Evangelio y a fortalecer la Iglesia. 
Pedro es recordado como la "roca" de 
la Iglesia. Jesús le dio este nombre y 
confió en él para guiar a los primeros 
cristianos. Aunque Pedro cometió 
errores, siempre volvió a Jesús. Fue el 
primer Papa y un líder firme, incluso 
en tiempos difíciles. 
Pablo comenzó siendo un hombre que 
perseguía a los cristianos, pero 
cambió tras encontrarse con Jesús en 
el camino a Damasco. Se convirtió en un predicador 
audaz y viajó lejos para hablar a otros de Jesús. 
Pablo también escribió cartas a las comunidades 
cristianas, que ahora son una parte importante de la 
Biblia. 
Tanto Pedro como Pablo murieron como mártires en 
Roma. Su sacrificio demuestra su profunda fe y 
amor por Jesús. La Iglesia celebra su festividad el 29 
de junio para honrar su labor y su valentía. Pedro y 
Pablo nos recuerdan que Dios puede trabajar a través 
de cualquier persona para compartir Su mensaje. 

Builders of the Church 
 
 
Saints Peter and Paul are two of the most important 
leaders in the history of the Church. Peter was one of 
Jesus’ twelve apostles and the leader of the early 
Christian community. Paul was not one of the twelve, 
but he became a great missionary after his dramatic 

conversion. Both men helped spread the 
Gospel and strengthen the Church. 
Peter is remembered as the “rock” of the 
Church. Jesus gave him this name and 
trusted him to guide the first Christians. 
Though Peter made mistakes, he always 
turned back to Jesus. He was the first 
Pope and a strong leader, even in 
difficult times. 
Paul started as a man who persecuted 
Christians, but he changed after meeting 
Jesus on the road to Damascus. He 
became a bold preacher and traveled far 

to tell others about Jesus. Paul also wrote letters to 
Christian communities, which are now an important 
part of the Bible. 
Both Peter and Paul died as martyrs in Rome. Their 
sacrifice shows their deep faith and love for Jesus. 
The Church celebrates their feast day on June 29 to 
honor their work and their courage. Peter and Paul 
remind us that God can work through anyone to share 
His message
