First Reading — Jeremiah 38:4-6, 8-10: The princes
accused Jeremiah of demoralizing the people and
threw him into a muddy cistern. Ebed-melech con-
vinced the king to rescue Jeremiah before he died of
starvation.

This is a difficult truth, but it is
one that we must be ready to face as followers of
Christ.

Being a Christian means that we may sometimes
feel out of place in the world. Our beliefs and values
might clash with those of others, leading to tension
or even conflict. This can be especially hard when it
involves family or friends. However, Jesus reminds
us that these struggles are part of the journey of
faith.

The 20th Sunday in Ordinary Time Year C calls us
to be courageous in the face of these challenges. We
are encouraged to stand firm in our faith, even when
it is difficult. Jesus promises to be with us in these
struggles, giving us the strength to endure and the
courage to continue following Him.

The 20th Sunday in Ordinary Time Year C reminds
us that following Jesus is a journey that requires
courage, commitment, and endurance. Whether we
are called to speak the truth like Jeremiah, allow
God’s fire to change us, or face challenges in our
faith, we are never alone. God’s presence and
strength guide us every step of the way.
