Primera lectura – Hechos 7:55-60: Esteban, lleno 
del Espíritu Santo, vio a Jesús en el cielo. Mientras 
lo apedreaban, le pidió a Jesús que recibiera su 
espíritu y perdonara a sus asesinos. 
 
Salmo responsorial – Salmo 97: El Señor reina con 
justicia, alegrando la tierra.

Segunda lectura – Apocalipsis 22:12-14, 16-17, 20:

Invita a todos los sedientos a venir y recibir el agua 
de la vida. 
 
Evangelio – Juan 17:20-26: Jesús ora para que los 
creyentes estén unidos como uno solo, como él lo 
está con el Padre.

First Reading – Acts 7:55-60: Stephen, filled with 
the Holy Spirit, saw Jesus in heaven.

Responsorial Psalm – Psalm 97: The Lord reigns 
with justice, making the earth rejoice.

Jesus promises to come soon, bringing rewards for 
each person based on their deeds.

La Firme Fe de Esteban 
 
La historia de Esteban, de la primera lectura del 7.º Domingo de Pascua, Año C, es conmovedora. Esteban 
está lleno de fe y del Espíritu Santo. Incluso ante la muerte, no flaquea. Permanece firme en su fe en Jesús. 
Esteban tiene una visión de Jesús de pie a la diestra de Dios. Esta visión le infunde valor y fuerza. Perdona a 
quienes lo apedrean, tal como lo hizo Jesús en la cruz. La fe y el perdón de Esteban son ejemplos para 

nosotros. 
Podemos aprender de Esteban a mantenernos firmes en nuestra fe, incluso cuando sea 
difícil. A veces, podemos enfrentarnos a desafíos o a personas que no comprenden 
nuestra fe. Al igual que Esteban, podemos confiar en Jesús y encontrar fuerza en Él. 
 

Stephen’s Strong Faith 
 
The story of Stephen from the first reading for the 7th Sunday of Easter Year C is 
powerful. Stephen is full of faith and the Holy Spirit. Even when facing death, he does 
not waver. He remains firm in his belief in Jesus. 

Stephen sees a vision of Jesus standing at the right hand of God. This vision gives him courage and strength. 
He forgives those who are stoning him, just like Jesus did on the cross. Stephen’s faith and forgiveness are 
examples for us. 
We can learn from Stephen to stand firm in our faith, even when it is hard. Sometimes, we may face 
challenges or people who do not understand our faith. Like Stephen, we can trust in Jesus and find strength in 
Him
