STEPS FOR A GOOD CONFESSION 
1. Examination of conscience 
2. Repentance – Sorrow for sins 
3. Breaking with sin: Purpose of amendment 
4. Telling our sins to the priest 
5. Fulfilling the penance

confession it is Christ himself who makes 
himself present. His true mission is to save 
souls, that is why it is so important to let him 
carry out his mission in us.
