A light in the temple

On February 2 the Presentation of the Lord is celebrated. It remembers the day when Mary and Joseph took
the baby Jesus to the Temple in Jerusalem. This act was part of Jewish law, which said that every firstborn
must be offered to God. Mary and Joseph humbly obeyed, showing their faith and dedication.

In the temple they met two saints, Simeon and Anna. God had promised Simeon that he would see the Mes-
siah before he died. When he saw Jesus, he knew that this promise had come true. He called Jesus a “light for
revelation to the Gentiles.” Hannah, a prophetess, also praised God and told others about Jesus. These two old
men recognized Jesus as the Savior and felt great joy.

The Presentation of the Lord is also known as Candlemas. On this day, churches often bless candles to re-
mind us of Christ as the Light of the world. The candles symbolize hope and guidance, showing that Jesus lights
our path. This holiday invites Catholics to offer their lives to God and follow Jesus as their guide.

The message of the Presentation is simple but strong: live with faith, patience and trust. Like Mary and Jo-
seph, we are called to obey God. Like Simeon and Anna, we are called to recognize Jesus and share His light
with others

body. And it is through the sacrament of confession that Christ offers us the privi-
lege to bear our hearts to him, seeking his help as we strive towards a life of holi-
ness and ultimately, eternal life with him.
