Una invitacion universal

En su carta a los Efesios, Pablo habla de un misterio
que le fue revelado. Este misterio es que los gentiles
son coherederos con los judios, compartiendo las mis-
mas promesas por medio de Jesus. Esta lectura encaja
perfectamente con la Fiesta de la Epifania.
Muestra que la salvacion que Jesus trae es
para todos.

En el pasado, existian fuertes divisiones en-
tre judios y gentiles. El mensaje de Pablo
fue radical porque derrib6é estas barreras.
Explico que en Jests, todos son bien-
venidos. Este es el mismo mensaje que
vemos en la Epifania, donde los Reyes Ma-
gos, que no eran judios, vinieron a adorar a
Jestis. Su visita demuestra que Jesus vino
para todas las naciones.

La Fiesta de la Epifania celebra este mensaje inclu-
sivo. Nos recuerda que la gracia de Jesus es para to-
dos, sin importar su origen. La luz de Jesus ilumina a
todos, invitdndonos a formar parte de la familia de
Dios. Estamos llamados a vivir este mensaje de uni-
dad y a compartir la buena nueva con los demas.
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A Universal Invitation

In his letter to the Ephesians, Paul talks about a mys-
tery revealed to him. This mystery is that Gentiles
are co-heirs with Jews, sharing in the same promises
through Jesus. This reading fits well with the Feast
of the Epiphany. It shows that the sal-
vation Jesus brings is for everyone.

In the past, there were strong divi-
sions between Jews and Gentiles.
Paul’s message was radical because it
broke down these barriers. He ex-
plained that in Jesus, all people are
welcome. This is the same message
we see in the Epiphany, where the
Magi, who were not Jews, came to
worship Jesus. Their visit shows that
Jesus came for all nations.
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The Feast of the Epiphany celebrates this inclusive
message. It reminds us that Jesus’ grace is for every-
one, no matter their background. The light of Jesus
shines on all people, inviting us to be part of God’s
family. We are called to live out this message of uni-
ty and share the good news with others.

What
is the Solemnity
of the
Epiphany?

On this feast, the Church celebrates the manifestation (epiphany) of Christ
to the nations (Gentiles) in the persons of the Magi. In earlier times, this
feast combined two other manifestations: the Baptism of the Lord and the
wedding feast at Cana. This remains the custom in Eastern Christianity.

Although the date of the Epiphany in the General Calendar of the Church is
January 6, in the United States and some other countries it is celebrated
on the Sunday after January 1 so that more Catholics can participate.

Therefore, in 2026 the Solemnity of the Epiphany is on Sunday, January 4.

Esta fiesta, la Iglesia celebra la manifestacion (epifania) de Cristo a las
Naciones (gentiles) en las personas de los Reyes Magos.

Por lo tanto, en 2026 la Solemnidad de la Epifania es el domingo, 4 de
enero
